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Many parents worry that their children will be badly behaved in church and disturb other worshippers, but with a little creative thinking church can be a happy time for all.

Families are welcome every Sunday

1st Sunday of the month is usually an All Age Service (Grannies to newborns).  The children all stay in church throughout and have the opportunity to sit together on the carpet at the front, play music, sing, listen to a children’s talk and have a picture to colour.  The service lasts about 45 to 50 minutes.

On the 2nd and 4th Sundays we have services of Holy Communion, which lasts 60-75 minutes.

The 3rd Sunday often is a service of Baptism.  The service is usually about 60 minutes.

Activities for children take place during term time, in the Charis Centre, staffed by CRB checked volunteers.  

We run a group called Tiddlywinks with activities for toddlers throughout the year (except All Age Services). 

The vestry is available for parents with pre-toddlers who need a quiet space to settle their child The service can be seen and heard in this room.

In Children’s Church we have Seekers aged 3-6 and Explorers aged 7-11. 

Families start off together in church and the children and helpers leave for Children’s Church after the first part of the service.

Important The pattern of the services does change at certain times so please make use of the website to check and also find out what is happening on any 5th Sundays www.jesuschurch.org.uk 

Do sit at the front, as our experience shows that when children can see what’s going on they are happier and more relaxed.

You are welcome to bring books, quiet toys, or colouring materials with you, and even a small snack.
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Please keep your children in the pew with you and don’t allow them to climb, shout etc, as this is very disruptive to other worshippers and to the clergy.  Also it’s much safer for them. If they do get distressed or very vocal, (particularly during the quiet times of prayer and the sermon), please walk them through to the Charis Centre until they are settled then bring them back when you are ready.

The church also has two boxes of children’s books and some colouring pencils and pictures at the back for you to borrow during the service.  Do ask one of the stewards.

Toilets There is a toilet in the lobby of the main church entrance and further toilets in the Charis Centre that can be reached by going through the part glazed link.

Refreshments are served in the Charis Centre after 10.30 services; do stay to meet and chat with other worshippers.

And don’t forget those 

Special Occasions, such as Easter, Christingle, Christmas and Mothering Sunday – all are welcome.

Some more ideas…

Have a good look around the church

Talk about the service with your children and other adults.

Try and meet some other worshippers, perhaps the helpers in Children’s Church, or the people serving coffee.  Do introduce yourself to the person leading the service!  
At home, you could say some simple prayers, maybe at bedtime or before a meal, or even play “church”!

Why not invest in some children’s prayer books or Bible storybooks to read at home?  Some may be ordered through church.

Encourage your child to follow the service – perhaps listening out for “Amen”, and putting hands together for prayers.
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And the clergy Ian and Ailsa are always willing to talk about any aspects of Christianity or faith in general, just ask.
